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the trouble was. He found it was sick of life and determined to die because it was
not tall and beautiful like the pine. The pine was all out of heart because it could
not bear grapes, like the vine. The vine was going to throw its life away because it
could not stand erect and have as fine fruit as the peach tree. The geranium was
fretting because it was not tall and fragrant like the lilac.

And so on all through the garden. Coming to a heart’s-ease, he found its bright
face lifted as cheery as ever. “Well, heart’s-ease, I'm glad, amidst all this
discouragement, to find one brave little flower. You do not seem to be the least
disheartened.” “No, I am not of much account, but I thought that if you
wanted an oak, or a pine, or a peach tree, or a lilac, you would have
planted one; but as I knew you wanted a heart’s-ease, I am determined to
be the best little heart’s-ease that I can.”

20 And there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, which was laid at his gate, full
of sores,

21 And desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man’s table:
moreover the dogs came and licked his sores.

22 And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels
into Abraham’s bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried;

23 And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar
off, and Lazarus in his bosom.

24 And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus,
that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for [ am
tormented in this flame.

25 But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy good
things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, and thou art
tormented.

26 And beside all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed: so



that they which would pass from hence to you cannot; neither can they
pass to us, that would come from thence.

27 Then he said, I pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest send him to my
father’s house:

28 For I have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they also come
into this place of torment.

29 Abraham saith unto him, They have Moses and the prophets; let them hear
them.

30 And he said, Nay, father Abraham: but if one went unto them from the dead,
they will repent.

31 And he said unto him, If they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither will
they be persuaded, though one rose from the dead.

For what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose
his own soul? - Mark 8:36
